3. Reference Letters. Page 2,3

However, if you have been out of University for some time, professional references are acceptable.

These recommendations should come from persons who are not relatives and should be submitted directly to the Director of
Admissions, School of Graduate Studies. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that reference letters are forwarded
to the University. Please supply each referee with a stamped envelop for return to the above address.

4. Application Fee
An application fee of $40.00 must be included with your application for admission to Trinity Western University. This fee is
non- refundable.

5. Post-secondary Transcripts.
Please request that all post-secondary institutions attended send an official transcript to the TWU School of Graduate Studies
Admissions office. It is not necessary to request transcripts for studies at TWU or ACTS Seminaries.

6. Applicants with English as a Second Language.
Non-native English speakers must submit either a TOEFL or IELTS score to the University. Please note specific scores
required by programs.
