GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT FILM COMPETITIONS
General guidelines:

· Ensure permission is granted prior to filming in locations on campus with restricted access.

· Ensure that filming does not disrupt normal university operations.
· Possession of weapons including replica firearms on campus is forbidden. 

Content guidelines:

As mentioned in the application form, entering the Big Break film competition includes entering a film that is “in accordance with the Community Covenant.” The application form also indicates that Student Life holds the right to withhold films at their discretion out of respect for the Community Covenant and a film competition’s various sponsors. 
This guideline was written in a broad general manner in order to allow for the largest latitude of artistic endeavor as well as the greatest latitude for decision making by Student Life. But in order to serve students better, we hope these more specific guidelines will assist you to ensure a film’s eligibility.

The areas of the Community Covenant that have impact on the film competition would include “to serve the best interests of each other and the entire community”; “members of the community place the welfare of the community above their personal preferences” and “limit the exercise of Christian liberty in accordance with the University’s mission and best interest of others in the community.”  

In keeping with this:

· Keep violence and offensive language to a minimum as per PG films in the U.S.

· Use careful discernment and sensitivity when dealing with controversial themes or depictions of behavior in the areas of sexuality and substance abuse. 

· Ensure respect is accorded both genders, all races and religious beliefs.
