Dates: This course will be taught Fridays and some Wednesdays 8:30-11:30. 
Course Description:

In this course, you will discuss the nature and styles of leadership within Canadian politics and government, both in a historical context and drawing on events as they unfold right on your doorstep. Examine how political parties choose their leaders and how leadership differs in the main political parties, as well as the leadership role played by various institutions in and around government, such as the media, lobbyists, the public service and the Supreme Court. The question of how Christians ought to interact with politics and government is considered throughout the course and as a specific topic in its own right. 

Topics include: 

· What is political leadership? 

· Selecting party leaders 

· Leadership tradition and practice in the Liberal, Conservative and NDP parties. 

· Leadership from Members of Parliament, the Public Service, the media, the Supreme Court, lobbyists/advocacy groups 

· Fiscal leadership: the budget process
· The rise of new political parties 

· Christians and political leadership 

Course Objectives:

In this course, students examine, analyze and evaluate the top political leadership in Canada, Prime Ministers. The objectives include:
1. enable students to understand the role of the Prime Minister and how has role changed over time

2. enable students to know and analyze the accomplishments of each Prime Minister

3. enable students to examine leadership styles and evaluate whether a particular leadership style helped or hindered the Prime Minister to achieve his or her objectives
4. enable students to identify and analyze the major historical events in Canada since 1867 and identify how various Prime Ministers influenced these events
5. understand the roles and functions of various government and parliamentary institutions

Prerequisites

Students must be upper level students and meet the requirements for admittance to the LLC.

Class Participation

As much as possible, this course will be conducted as a seminar. This means that the active participation of all students is essential to the learning experience. Therefore, students will be expected to read all of the assigned texts prior to class and to come prepared to discuss and debate them.  

For greater clarity, each student’s class participation mark will be assigned based on attendance, willingness to participate in class discussion, the quality and consistency of interventions, and his or her grasp of the subject matter as demonstrated in class discussion.

Attendance

Each student is expected to be in attendance for each class session.  Absences other than with the prior consent of the instructor or for reason of illness will be reflected in the class participation mark.

Assignments

The following assignments will be required from each student.  All assignments must be handed in, and students failing to do so will be given a failing grade on the course.  A penalty of one grade step (e.g. from B+ to B) per day will be deducted from overdue assignments for a maximum of seven days (including weekends), and thereafter, a grade of zero will be assigned.  Extensions will be considered if the student can demonstrate both need and foresight, but should be negotiated with the instructor well in advance of the due date.

Essays must be typed double-spaced with page numbers and a cover page.  Since various academic disciplines are represented in the class, no single style for citations and presentation (e.g. MLA, APA, Chicago, Turabian, etc) will be preferred.  Students must ensure, however, that an appropriate style is used consistently throughout the paper.  

As Christian scholars pursuing higher education, academic integrity is a core value of the entire TWU community. Students are invited into this scholarly culture and required to abide by the principles of sound academic scholarship at TWU. This includes, but is not limited to, avoiding all forms of plagiarism and cheating in scholarly work. TWU has a strict policy on plagiarism (see academic calendar, pp. 37-38). Learning what constitutes plagiarism and avoiding it is the student's responsibility. An excellent resource describing plagiarism and how to avoid it has been prepared by TWU Librarian William Badke and is freely available for download (PPT file) or used as flash (self running) tutorials of varying lengths from:

If in doubt about any aspect of format or citation, please consult the instructor, or a good style guide such as The Little, Brown Handbook
a copy of which is available in the tech room.
The following assignments will be required:

1. Oral Presentation (15% of final mark)

The ability to make an effective presentation is an important career skill. In order to complete this presentation successfully, you will need to read more broadly than the assigned course material. You must decide which facts to include in your presentation. You will need to create a presentation that effectively communicates in a classroom setting.

Each student will choose one Prime Minister. On the day that Prime Minister is on the schedule, the student will give a 15 minute presentation on that Prime Minister. The presentation should include visual aids such as a PowerPoint presentation or an equivalent. The presentation should include the following:

1. Biographical information

2. The path to power

3. Successes and failures in office

The presentation may not include clips from movies or videos without prior authorization from the instructor (copyright concerns).

The student will also lead a short class discussion on the leadership of that Prime Minister.
These presentations will be graded on the basis of the factual content, analysis of the Prime Minister, the style of presentation, creativity and visual aids. 

2. Short Report—Due 8:30 am September 30 (15% of final mark)
There are many types of writing. As university students, you are most familiar with writing research essays. This report is a more professional style of writing. It does not require that you research using printed material, but rather that you report on a site visit. Assume that you are working for Heritage Canada. Your boss has asked that you visit at least two historic sites that relate to political figures and write a report 5-7 pages double spaced) detailing how useful they are in conveying Canada’s political history. Remember that your boss has not visited these sites so you will need to include a brief description of the site itself. Your report should include both positive and negative aspects of the site.

Your report should include the following: 
· What political figure or figures does this historical site deal with?

· What is/was the role of this or these political figure(s)?

· How does this historical site present information about the person(s)?

· What did you learn about the historical and political significance of the political figures from this historical site visit?

· Does the site present information well? Is it in context? If you knew little before visiting the site, would the information make sense?

· If there are artefacts, how are they presented?

· Contrast the sites and the way information was portrayed.

2. Research Essay:  Due 8:30 am, October 30 (30% of final mark)
Each student will write a research paper examining the Prime Minister on which he or she gave an oral presentation. The paper will assess that Prime Minister as a leader. The essay must examine that individual’s leadership and demonstrate why he or she was successful (or why he or she was not). Within this broad topic, students have the latitude to focus on whatever aspects they choose from within the public life of the individual whom they have selected. Please note, however, that, while biographical and narrative details are often necessary to provide a foundation for the argument, the essay must go past “telling the story” to analysis of leadership. Some aspects that could be covered include: response to a crisis, nation-building, foreign relations, relationship with Cabinet, relationship with the media, relationship with the party. Some Prime Ministers did not last long enough to meet with Cabinet so that is why there is not a fixed rule on what must be addressed. If a Prime Minister lasted less than a year, the paper should include analysis and critical comment as to what led to the failure. 
The instructor is willing to consider requests for essay topics on other political leaders.  However, students are advised that such permission will be rare, and that additional topics will only be approved if compelling and extraordinary reasons can be demonstrated: for example, uncommon access to special source material. Given that this is a course on Canadian history and politics, any proposed essay topic must be within these parameters.
The final paper should address your chosen topic in 12 to 15 typed, double spaced pages.

Essays must include proper citations (footnotes or endnotes) for quotes and sources, and a bibliography (not annotated) showing all sources cited or consulted (not just a list of works cited). Papers must include a title page, bibliography, footnotes or endnotes and page numbers. This instructor appreciates topic headings within the paper. 
Electronic Sources:

The Internet is a wonderful tool which provides instant access to a universe of primary sources and useful literature.  However, some students sometimes mistake the Internet for an easy short cut around proper research techniques.  For the purposes of this research paper, internet sources accessed via the internet will be only accepted if: 1) such source material exists in published form elsewhere (e.g. government publications, academic articles); or 2) the instructor’s permission has first been obtained.

A Note on Essay Expectations

Any gourmet knows that fine cuisine must appeal both to the eye and to the palate.  That is, it must combine presentation with substance.  A successful essay must do the same thing for the reader’s intellectual appetite.  The following are some of the ingredients that go into an academic essay and that the instructor will consider in evaluating papers:

Presentation

· Proper format (find a style and use it properly and consistently). This includes a title page and page numbers
· Spelling

· Grammar

· Smooth and appropriate expression

· Style of citation and bibliography (footnotes or endnotes preferable)
Substance

· Articulation of a clear overall thesis for the essay

· A logical flow of arguments that support the thesis

· Success in marshalling evidence – especially evidence from primary sources – to prove the thesis

· Appropriate use of quotations from sources

· Thoroughness of references and citations

· Accuracy of statements and skill of interpretation

· Relevance of the discussion to the thesis and to the assigned topic

Final exam (30% of final mark)
The final exam in this class will consist of a 24 hour “take home” exam given during the exam period.
