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ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

High School Students

The minimum academic requirement for
admission is graduation from high school with a
minimum GPA of 2.5 in the following curriculum:
«  four years of English

*  three years of mathematics

«  two years of social science

*  two years of science (with one lab science)
«  two years of additional academic courses

A minimum combined SAT score of 1590 (1060
on older SAT tests) or a minimum ACT score of
22 is recommended.

Note: We're test optional, but you can send your SAT
(Code 0876) or ACT (Code 5242) to us to strengthen
your application. All students must meet TWU'’s English
proficiency standard.

Scores may be directly sent to TWU by using the
following codes: SAT 0876 or ACT 5242.

Homeschool Students

Students who complete their secondary
education through homeschooling may
complete the regular application for admission
and submit a Home Schooled Education
Background chart. (Your admissions counsellor
will provide you with this document.) A
minimum combined SAT score of 1590 (1060 on
older SAT test) or a minimum ACT score or 22 is
required.

Running Start

Students can transfer credits to TWU from
Running Start programs. Contact your
admissions counselor for more details.

HOW TO APPLY

Our early admission deadline is March 1. Applying
before means you'll qualify to register for classes
earlier than everyone else, along with other perks.
However, we accept applications year round. You
can still apply for admission and financial aid—
even after May 1!

1. Fill out and submit a (free!) online application
at twu.ca/apply
Send the most updated copy of your grades
Send in SAT or ACT scores (optional)

After we receive your grades, we’ll evaluate
your application. Your admissions counselor will
contact you once a decision has been made.

Note: You can email us a clear, easy-to-read scan

or photo of your interim grades. Your official, final
transcript must be mailed from your school in a sealed
envelope.

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Wellspring founders Jeffery Komant and Richard Taylor were born and raised in Africa. While still
students at Trinity Western, the two were inspired to help Rwandan Christians rebuild their country
following the 1994 genocide. From there, the vision was born for an entirely different type of
education that would empower a new generation of Rwandan leaders. Through their Langley-based
Wellspring Foundation for Education, and by partnering with a local church in Kigali, Rwanda to build
Wellspring Academy, their team has been able to train hundreds of Rwandan teachers and launch an
innovative School Development Program, now adopted in over 70 African schools. Bringing it all full
circle, one of Wellspring Academy’s first graduates is now attending classes here at TWU!
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
